On a growth track
The Group continues to grow in all its activities despite the

. difficulties, recording an increased financial performance.
. Indicatively, according to the latest published data for the 2022

financial year, Goldair Cargo recorded a turnover of 98.75 million
euros compared to 84.55 million euros in 2021 (+16.79%), with net
(after tax) profits multiplying to 3.39 million euros compared to
445,524 euros in the previous financial year. Similarly, Goldair
Handling achieved a turnover of €107.2 million compared to €70.1
million in 2021, recording an increase of 52.81% and remaining
profitable (net profit of €15.3 million). Goldair S.A. had a turnover of
15.97 million euros compared to 8.95 million euros, with net profit
almost tenfold at 7.21 million euros, compared to 734,342 euros in

. the previous financial year. According to reports, 2023 also

developed with the same positive sign in terms of financial
performance, despite the international turbulence and its effects on

. the sectors in which the group operates. This was of course the

result of hard work and significant investments on all fronts. In this
context, Goldair Handling consolidated its leading position in the

| sector last year, with the number of flights handled at the 26 Greek

airports where it is present increasing by 9% compared to 2022,
reaching 2019 levels. At the same time, the acquisition of LGS
Handling in Cyprus, renamed Goldair Handling Cyprus, proceeded,
while the company entered Serbia - specifically Belgrade's "Nikola
Tesla" airport through its subsidiary Goldair Handling Serbia. A few
days ago it was also selected after a tender for India's hub airport
Nagpur, following its entry into Bagdogra and Udaipur airports,
which is the 36th in the company's network. Goldair Handling also
made a significant investment of €11 million by ordering new buses
and track equipment, the majority of which use sustainable energy
sources. Finally, it inaugurated the new lounge at Corfu airport,
renovated the existing lounges at Athens International Airport "EL.
Venizelos Airport (within Schengen) and Mykonos Airport, and is

preparing the new lounge at Rhodes Airport. Similarly, Goldair

Cargo in 2023 maintained a stable number of shipments handled |

and total cargo volume handled despite the reduced availability of
transport assets due to the war in Ukraine. It also maintained its
profitability despite soaring fuel and energy costs. Last year the
company completed the investment and operation of a new 4,000
sgm warehouse in Bi.P.E. Heraklion, Crete, and proceeded with the
purchase of a new, modern, covered warehouse facility in
Aspropyrgos, Attica, covering 14,000 m2, an investment of EUR 13
million. Rail Cargo Logistics Goldair also showed stability in its
financial results despite the significant reduction in rail work due to
the tragic accident at Tempe and the flooding damage in Thessaly.

The Thriassio Freight Centre

At the same time, the strategic project for the Thriasio Trade Centre
is entering the implementation phase after years of problems. This
is an investment of more than €200 million, the largest in the
logistics sector in Greece and the second largest investment project
in Attica in general after Elliniko. THEK S.A. has submitted the
licensing file for the centre to the Ministry of Development, while
the final studies for the project are in the process of being
completed. Thus, the construction project will start in 2024, with
reports indicating that the aim is to have a contractor by the end of
February. The project will be developed on the 588 acres of land
owned by GAIAOSE and will include 235,000 sqgm of warehouses
and support buildings. Upon completion, it will be able to serve a
wide range of international and European customers with
increased and specific requirements, making our country a hub for
combined transport and storage in South East Europe, as well as a
pole of attraction for complex activities in the field of transit and
light manufacturing. It should be noted that the Hellenic Train
(Goldair) - Damco consortium is also the tenderer for the Thriasio Il
project to be developed on the adjacent 1 450 hectares of land
owned by OSE, at acost of EUR 696 million.

Business Stories interviewed Goldair Group Executive Vice
President Kalliniko Kalliniko, who outlined his priorities and
objectives for the coming period.

- What are the areas in which the Goldair Group will focus this
year?

Infrastructure has always been the main objective of the Goldair
Group to develop and offer integrated services in its areas of
activity, as well as to strengthen the company's staff and workforce
as one of the largest employers with over 4,800 employees within
Greece. -

-InFY2022 there has been positive financial performance across
all areas of your business despite challenges and general
difficulties. How did the results move in 2023 and what is your
assessment for the current year?

The good performance of the Greek economy as well as the return
of tourist traffic to levels better than in 2019 maintained the good
performance of the Goldair Group companies in 2023, enabling
significant investments in all areas of activity. For the current year,
we hope to see the economy continue to grow at a steady pace
while aiming to organise and improve the labour market, which has
seen the greatest destabilisation in the post-COVID era. For the
Thriatic Trade Centre project we are now - after several years of
delays - in the start-up phase. Our assessment is that 2024 will be a
year of significant developments for the Triassic. The completion of
the licensing as a business park will trigger the start of the
construction period for such an important and necessary
infrastructure project.

-You recently announced the entry of Goldair Handling into
Nagpur Airport in India. What other moves and in what areas can
we expect in the coming period?

India is a very important project for us. It is a huge market and
establishing ourselves in it is an objective for the next 10 years. At
the same time, we are continuing our expansion into the European
market through our entry into Serbia and the Belgrade airway.

As the head of a strong group with a broad scope, what is your
assessment of the challenge of making Greece an international
freight transporthub?

Greece still retains the strategic advantage in becoming an
international freight hub, but unfortunately the long delay in the
completion of freight centres (Thriasio, Gonos), the shortcomings
and malfunctions of the railway network, as well as the lack of
interconnection with major ports in the country, prevent the rapid
realisation of this objective.

- On the issue of the tender for the port of Volos, your appeal to
the Council of State is already pending. What are the next steps?

Our company participated in the tender for the privatisation of the
port of Volos and continues to have a strong interest in the
operation and development of such an important port for freight
transport. In order for the country to become a transit centre in
South-Eastern Europe, three main infrastructures must be fully
operational: freight centres, rail infrastructure and ports. This is
what we believe inandinvestin.

The opportunity of strong growth dynamics with prospects for
attracting investment that the logistics sector has at a global level is
called upon to exploit in the our country by the Goldair-ETVAPE
consortium with the construction of the first freight terminal in the
country centre in Atticaat Thriasio, also known as Thriasio .

K/x Thriasio Commercial Centre S.A., of the Goldair Group & ETVA-
VIPPE, has submitted file (architectural plans, connections to
networks etc.) - for the establishment and development of the to the
Ministry of Development and the General Secretariat of Industry,
essentially putting the first Freight Centre in Attica on the rails.

The initial budget of EUR 220 million has the potential to exceed EUR
300 million, in an ecosystem whose turnover from commercial
activity will annually exceed 500 million and is expected to trigger
extrainvestment of between EUR 500 and 700 million.

The Business Park of a single large unit "Thriasio Trade Centre"
aspires to be the first smart and green logistics park in SE Europe. It
is a the second largest private investment in Attica after Elliniko,
whichis beingimplemented on atotal area of 588,326 sqm.

The master plan reportedly envisages the construction of a
sustainable centre, with the company (THEK S.A.) seeking to bringin
high-profile clients from the international market. In particular, a
260,626 sqm warehouse centre is being created. premises, with dry
and refrigerated cargo warehouses, office space, customs premises
and car and truck parking. And of course with modern railway
infrastructure, which will also be built by the concessionaire to
connect the centre to the national railway infrastructure.

But the most important innovation of the Thriassio Trade Centre is
its interconnection with all transport networks: the port of Piraeus,
the port of Elefsina, Athens International Airport and the road and
rail network.

In 2024, the construction of the freight centre at Thriasio Field is expected to begin, which has been undertaken to be implemented by the
company Thriasio Commercial Freight Centre (THEK S.A.) controlled by Goldair headed by Kallinikos Kallinikos and ETVA VIPE. TheEK
recently submitted an application to the Ministry of Development and the General Secretariat of Industry for the establishment and
development of the business park of individual major importance, which is the first in the logistics sector. This is an investment of 220 million
euros, which will be implemented on a total area of 590 hectares, with the freight centre having 220,000 square meters of ground floor multi-
purpose space suitable for the distribution and storage of products and light manufacturing. The project is estimated, according to experts, to
contribute to the strengthening of Greece's role in providing processing, light assembly and labelling services for products that currently
simply transit through Greek ports. Huge demand for logistics facilities "The Thriasio Freight Centre, once operational, will become the
vehicle for Greece's emergence as a modern international hub in South East Europe for the logistics sector. This is the second largest private
investment in Attica, after Ellinikon," said Vassilis Maglaras, CEO of THEK. The Thriassio logistics centre is expected to have fifth generation
(5G) networks.

For this purpose, the THEK has signed a memorandum of cooperation with the "Phaistos" fund (which supports companies that develop 5G-
based applications and services) for the development and operation of a private network and the provision of ICT services in the logistics
sector at the freight centre. It is estimated that the project will be completed within 48 months from the start of construction. According to the
project contract, the duration of the concession period is 37 years, with the possibility of extending the concession period by 23 years. It will
have 220,000 square meters of space for distribution, storage and light processing. The project to build the freight centre in Thriassio dates
back to 1970, when the first expropriations began. In 1994 the project was included in the co-financed programmes of the European Union. In
1999 the general layout study was updated and completed, while in 2001 the European Union made the creation of a private freight centre a
condition for funding. The tender procedure for the selection of the contractor started in 2001, was completed in 2006, but was cancelled in
2009. This was followed by a re-launch of the tender, which was declared inconclusive for a long period of time, until 2016, when the Goldair -
ETVA VIPE consortium was declared the contractor of the project. The contract, initially ratified by Parliament in November 2018, had to be
readjusted based on changes requested in 2021 the European Commission's Directorate-General for Competition (DG Comp). As part of
those amendments, Goldair had increased its stake in the special purpose vehicle THEK to 40% from 20%. Logistics real estate, due to the
increasing shift to e-commerce, has been attracting strong demand in recent years. A report by consultancy Cerved estimates 280,000 square
meters of new properties to be added by the end of 2024.

The European Commission sees the average annual economic
growth of Greece at levels of 2.2% to 2025 above the average for the
European Union, supported by the implementation of the Plan
Recovery and Resilience Plan and by a resilient labor market. Core
inflation has been contained to 4.2% in 2023 and is estimated to
further reduced in the near future to around 2.1% by 2025, as
broader labor market conditions and a shortage of available staff
add upward pressure on prices.

m the logistics sector»

The lack of modern product sets the tone for the domestic logistics market as well, as it keeps the rents for prime warehouses at their high
level.

At the end of 2023, each square metre of modern warehouses was rented for €5.25 per month, with forecasts for an upward trend over 12
months, and in 2020 amid a pandemic when demand had hit "red" it was around €4.25 per sq m per month.

In terms of yields, they stood at 7%, with a forecast for a further downward trend over the course of a year, according to the Cushman &
Wakefield survey.

The fundamentals of the industrial space - logistics market in Greece remain strong with investment volumes amounting to around EUR 60
millioninthe last quarter of 2023, a period in which 90,000 sqm was absorbed.

With an average rent of 5.25 euros per square meter and prime
yields at 2007 levels, logistics in Greece moved in the fourth
quarter of 2023, according to data from Cushman Wakefield
Proprius.

It should be noted that yields in the logistics market have been
significantly reduced in recent times compared to the years of the
ten-year economic crisis as we will recall that in years such as
2012 therelevant rate had reached and exceeded 1.3.

However, the same is not the case with rents, which continue to
move upwards, given both the lack of available space and the
demand for modern facilities. It should be noted that available
logistics space increased by 90 000 m2 in the reference period.

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«Four Trends in Logistics That Will Set to Shape 2024»

Over the past few years, the logistics industry has experienced rapid
changes due to new trends and technological breakthroughs. Still,
there's no indication that the rate of change will slow down. The
logistics sector is expected to see additional development and change
as 2024 approaches.

As a result of these extraordinary times, companies have redesigned
their supply chains to increase their flexibility and resilience. They are
now ready for the next stage of their development. But to take full
advantage of these opportunities, online merchants must stay aware of
the logistics trends. Doing this will define their performance going
forward and change the face of global logistics.

1. The Use of Generative Al

Thanks to generative artificial intelligence, the logistics sector will
undergo a multifaceted transformation. Generative Al has the potential
to have a revolutionary influence on various problems. This technology
can change the way we approach reducing stockouts, streamlining
supply routes, identifying possible risks, proposing ways for mitigating
those risks, and improving resource allocation.

Thanks to its superior capabilities, logistics staff can communicate
more effectively in real-time thanks to chatbots and virtual assistants
driven by generative Al. With its capability to do labor-intensive tasks
such as forecasting and lengthy report generation, generative Al can
raise productivity standards for logistics teams.

With generative artificial intelligence, supply chain interruptions can be
predicted. This entails estimating the possibility of delivery exceptions
and examining the causes of unfulfilled scheduled deliveries. Analysts
and specialists in logistics agree that this technology has the potential
to open up a whole new world of possibilities. Human intervention in
logistics management may eventually become an afterthought.

For instance, with its 360-degree coverage, a control tower application
can quickly identify concerns such as route deviations, unanticipated
weather abnormalities, or potential Service Level Agreements (SLAs)
breaches. This enables on-the-ground personnel and operational
managers to handle and manage them effectively. Sixty-nine percent
(69%) of companies said they don't have essential insight into their
supply networks. Utilizing generative Al technologies like control
towers and real-time fleet tracking can detect possible delays and take
appropriate measures before they substantially affect company
earnings.

2. Reducing Carbon Emissions

In 2024, everyone will consider reducing carbon emissions, a vitalissue
for logistics companies. Shippers and carriers are paying more and
more attention to cost, capacity, service, and—above all—carbon
footprint. The data presents a powerful narrative.

With about a quarter of all transportation-related emissions produced
worldwide, the United States continues to be the major contributor. The
transportation industry in the United States released an astounding
1.84 billion metric tons of carbon dioxide (GtC02) in 2022. American
companies are expected to act more firmly in 2024 to cut carbon
emissions.

Though it is not reducing carbon as quickly as the US, Indonesia is
nonetheless progressing. According to recent research, 10% of
Indonesian customers are willing to pay extra for sustainable goods
and services, and 74% choose sustainable brands. Businesses in
Indonesia are being driven to reduce carbon emissions in their logistics
operations by the increased demand for sustainability.

3. Asset-Light Logistics

Theincreased preference of businesses towards an asset-light model is
acompelling logistics trend. This strategy empowers companies to put
the needs of their customers first and lower their dependency on
physical assets for operations. This eventually reduces operating
expenses as compared to asset ownership. Rising warehouse
expenses, expensive fleet management costs, and the complex labor
market drive the rising popularity of the asset-light logistics paradigm.
Sixty-seven point five percent (67.5%) of businesses globally currently

contract with third-party logistics (3PL) providers for their
transportation needs. And 63.5% outsource their warehouse activities
to the same organizations.

Asset-light logistics methods present an agile option for online
merchants to manage peak shipping times across different
geographical areas effectively. Traditional logistics strategies’ capital-
intensive and high-fixed-cost nature is becoming a significant
challenge for today's expanding businesses.

4. Cloud-Based Tech Solutions

One major factor propelling the digital transformation of logistics
operations is the emergence of cloud-based solutions. These solutions
benefit enterprises by eliminating inefficiencies and reducing hazards. It
also speeds up operations, increasing cost-effectiveness, control,
scalability, and security.

One of the notable logistics trends that will peak in 2024 is how many
businesses use cloud-based solutions to handle their logistics
operations.

Developing an internal logistics solution means you can have
customization and total control over data processing and storage
expenses. However, there are factors to consider. There's a need for
significant R&D spending, integration costs, time-to-value difficulties,
and maintenance costs during scaling and expertise.

Then, there's a more cost-effective solution: spending money on a
cloud-based logistics system. It does away with installing complex and
expensive hardware infrastructure. A cloud-based solution provides
infrastructure scalability to meet growing demand. Crucially,
companies can avoid the requirement for total replacement. You can
easily integrate these cloud-based solutions into your current logistics
systems.

Like what we've experienced in 2020, unforeseen circumstances can
cause even the most well-laid plans to fail. Nobody can foresee the
future, even though we hope to see these logistics trends take off in
2024,

That said, it is reasonable to assume that technology will continue
influencing online businesses’ perception of supply chain disruption.
Technology can change the game for those who use it properly,
whether bolstering cybersecurity, adopting omnichannel strategies, or
utilizing Al and machine intelligence. Furthermore, establishing
competent investment methods and comprehending risk reduction
pave the way for sustained expansion.

We have motorways. We have airports. We have ports. What don't we have? Modern rail
and freight centers, so critical links in the supply chain are "missing" or lacking in
competitiveness. For the past year, due to the geopolitical crisis we are experiencing,
global freight flows have been looking for "safe" but "efficient" freight corridors. Can
Greece, with its individual characteristics (small internal market, specific geographical
location), play a more active role? Why should cargo be 'lost' to competing ports in Egypt,
Israel, Malta, Turkey, Italy, Slovenia, etc.? Also, why should the ports of Greece be used
mainly for transhipment of cargo (from a larger ship to a smaller one) and not for
something more, such as storage, assembly, etc.?

he private initiative, in cooperation with the relevant ministries (Transport and Shipping),
demonstrates the intention to develop intermodal and freight transport, through the
creation of modern freight centres and direct access to port, rail and road infrastructures,
with the aim of "proving" to global supply chains that Greece can be an alternative route.
How the "puzzle" of freight transport is taking shape The "puzzle" of the next day in
Greece's intermodal transport is beginning to take shape, as port operators, rail
companies, logistics companies and funds form "alliances". In Attica, the focus is on the
port of Piraeus and the wider area, particularly Aspropyrgos. Cosco and PPA have focused
on the development of berths I, Il and Ill, having implemented adjacent warehouses,
together with the future creation of a new logistics centre. At this logistics center, PPA and
Cosco plan to build 45,000 sgm of warehouses, which will be served by an underground
closed road connection between the commercial port and the ODI area, extending the free
zone spatially. This project is planned to complement the logistics facilities already
available to the PPA, such as the container terminal housing the red warehouse of Cosco's
subsidiary, Piraeus Consolidation & Distribution Center (PCDC).

With the two logistics centres, the PPA is to gain additional living space to accommodate
theincrease incargo from Piers|, Il and lll and the car terminal. The Chinese side, on the rail
leg, is working with Pearl, which has taken over the rail transport of its cargo from the port
of lconium to central Europe. Similarly, another "pole" is the ETVA VIPE - Goldair
consortium, which will operate the freight centre at Thriasio (THEK). The Thriasio project
involves a 240 thousand square metre freight centre on a total area of 2,000 hectares. With
dry and refrigerated cargo warehouses, office space, customs and car and truck parking
areas. Next to the THEK, the Thriasio Il or the Commercial Railway Station and Screening
Station (ESSSDI), which is claimed by the joint venture between Hellenic Train and Damco
of the Kopelouzos Group. Also in Aspropyrgos, HIG Capital, is planning to build a large
logistics center, which will also feature a logistics centre, which will be part of the HIG
Capital's joint venture with the Coalco Co.a EUR 245 million container ship service station
at the premises of Chalyvourgia Hellas, with a view to completion perhaps in 2025.
Furthermore, other investments are underway or about to be launched in Aspropyrgos,
such as those of PAEGAE, while real estate management companies are also strongly
present. The market also expects this year the announcement of the major tender for the
relocation of transit operators from Elaionas to Fili. Further north and in Thessaloniki,
which has perhaps the most organized host, in Sindos, attention is turning to the freight
centrein the former Gonou camp. The Gonou development project (which covers an area of
672 hectares) has been included in the "Strategic Significance Contracts" programme,
following a decision of the relevant Government Committee, which appointed TAIPED as
the maturity body to speed up the relevant procedures, while the owner of the property is
GAIAOSE. Gonos appears to be of interest to PPA, which is expanding its presence in the
Balkans through rail connections and land ports in Sofia and Nis in Serbia. Finally, the
privatised ports of Igoumenitsa, Volos, Kavala, and Heraklion, as well as the state-owned
port of Alexandroupolis, which are also awaiting the possible creation of the Eastern
Railway Egnatia, are also claiming their role.

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«How are geopolitical
risks affecting the
world economy»

Geopolitical risks posed by elections, polarisation and conflicts within
and between states have inevitable knock-on effects on the economy,
both globally and for individual countries. This year more than ever,
managing these risks and shoring up institutions that promote
stability are essential.

The war in Ukraine and the conflict between Israel and Hamas in the
Middle East - further complicated by Houthi missile attacks on ships
in the Red Sea - highlight the extent to which geopolitical
developments are a key determinant of global economic performance
in2024.

Elections around the world are also likely to have a significant impact
on the direction of the global economy. With at least 64 countries
going to the polls, this effect will be seen not only through potential
changes in trade and investment policies but also by increased
uncertainty and political polarisation.

How does geopolitics affect economic performance?
The term geopolitics denotes a broad analytical framework in
international relations, encompassing different phenomena such as
political instability, tensions and military conflicts between countries,
terrorist threats or geographical events that can have regional or
globalimpacts.

The global economy can be affected by geopolitical events both
directly and indirectly through financial, trade and commodity price
channels.

In terms of financial markets, this happens both through direct capital
controls or financial sanctions, and indirectly through increased
uncertainty, higher risk premia or asset price surges (Catalan et al,
2023).

On the trade side, increased restrictions due to tensions between
countries can disrupt trade flows and cause supply chain problems
even in third-party countries. Restrictions can also affect commodity
prices and lead to shortages of key resources such as oil and gas,
affecting industrial production worldwide.

Taken together and mutually reinforcing each other, the global
economy can experience higher inflation, lower growth and
significant welfare losses in times of geopolitical tension (Goes and
Bekkers, 2022).

The term geopolitics is also used in the context of internal political
affairs, which can influence domestic and global financial markets. In
this sense, governments can influence economic activity through
various fiscal policies (taxes and spending), and economic and
strategic decisions based on different priorities, depending on their
political orientation.

Further, rising populism poses significant threats to long-term
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stability and economic performance. Populist governments often
implement policies that can bring short-term benefits at the expense
of long-term sustainability. Such policies include trade protectionism
or increased government spending (fiscal expansion), which can
disrupt global trade flows, increase market volatility and hinder long-
term growth.

Indeed, a recent study covering a sample of 60 countries between
1990 and 2020 shows that countries experience significantly lower
output and real GDP per capita growth in the medium and long term
under populist governments (Funke et al, 2023).

In turn, economic policies and outcomes have a profound impact on
politics — shaping public opinion and voter behaviour, and affecting the
balance of power.

Typically, good economic performance - such as strong economic
growth, low unemployment and stable inflation - tend to favour
incumbent leaders and political parties. Conversely, research shows
that bad economic outcomes, including high unemployment and high
inflation, can lead to popular discontent and increase the voter
turnout at election time (Burden and Wichowsky, 2014; Marx et al,
2022; Frank and Martinez, 2023).

In addition, some studies show that economic recessions cause
political landscapes to reshuffle (Giuliani and Massari, 2019). They can
also pave the way for populist and non-mainstream political parties
(Hernandez and Kriesi, 2016).

How can we measure geopolitical risks and what does

this tell us?

Measuring geopolitical risks is an important but arduous task. One
method is the geopolitical risk index (GPR), which is constructed
using the frequency of articles in leading newspapers that discuss
adverse geopolitical events such as wars, terrorism and tensions
among political organisations (Caldara andlacoviello, 2022).

As a continuous measure of risk, higher GPR values indicate higher
intensity of adverse events, increased probability of negative events in
the future, and greater expected intensity of future negative events.
Related empirical studies show that higher GPR values are associated
with higher oil prices (Mignon and Saadaoui, 2024), lower firm- and
country-level investment (Wang et al, 2023), higher inflation, lower
economic activity and lower trade (Caldara et al, 2022), more volatile
capital flows (Kaya and Erden, 2023) and lower levels of private sector
creditinemerging markets (Lu et al, 2020).

Based on studies on the evolution of the GPR and the UK-specific
index since 1985 three observations stand out:

First, the global and UK-specificindices are highly correlated.
Second, the index captures well-known historical events associated
with wars, terrorism and other international conflicts such as the First
Gulf War, the 11 September 2001 attacks on the United States, and
Russia'sinvasion of Ukraine.

Third, the index has recently spiked with the renewed conflict between
Israel and Hamas from October 2023. Although the index has eased
slightly in the following months, it remains in the top 5% of the
historical series.

While the GPR is useful for tracking how geopolitical risks develop
over time and for empirical research, it has certain limitations as arisk
measure:

First, the index is not forward-looking and has limited predictive
power for the potential evolution of risks.

Second, being an aggregate measure of geopolitical risks, the index
fails to distinguish between the different risks, each with distinct
probabilities of occurrence andimpacts.

Third, the index is unable to capture the complexity, sources and
persistence of risks. As a result, risk analysts typically complement
GPR indices with qualitative analysis, expert consultation,
probability-based assessments and scenario analysis to provide
more dynamic and tailored risk assessments.

What are the major risks facing the global economy today?

Many of the significant geopolitical risks that the world faces in 2024
come from existing conflicts and tensions.

system); a possible escalation of the Israel-Hamas conflict into a
wider conflagration in the Middle East; and a further deepening of the
Russia-Ukraine war as top of the list (Bremmer and Kupchan, 2024).
In relation to the crisis in the Middle East, a central-case scenario of a
limited military conflict has been suggested (Bremmer and Kupchan,
2024).

But the likelihood of a larger regional war has increased due to the
Houthi attacks on ships in the Red Sea. In addition, although less
likely, there is a risk that the regional war could result in actions
against or by Iran that could significantly disrupt Iranian and global oil
supplies.

Further, the crisis in the Middle East could have a significantimpact on
global markets, even without disrupting oil supplies. Given that
approximately 12% of global maritime trade passes through the Red
Sea, the Houthi attacks are likely to keep freight insurance rates
elevated, cause longer trade journeys, disrupt supply chains and
increase inflationary pressures.

At the same time, the situation in Ukraine is becoming increasingly
challenging as the likelihood of a de facto partitioning of the country
has increased (Bremmer and Kupchan, 2024).

Russia holds material advantage and its economic and military
capabilities have strengthened. Ukraine, on the other hand, grapples
withmanpower shortages and needs to enhance defence production.
What's more, political and economic support from the United States is
weakening, while the European Union (EU) is affected by fiscal
limitations and a lack of political consensus. Political implications —
such as damage to the credibility of NATO and the United States —
aside, a partitioned Ukraine would continue to pose challenges to the
global economy, particularly through further disruptions to oil and
food markets.

Outside these major risks posed by conflicts, the world is facing
others posed by unregulated and more powerful artificial intelligence
(Al) tools, increased protectionism, which disrupts the trade of critical
minerals, and the failure to address macroeconomic and financial
market vulnerabilities.

Increased cooperation among rogue states — such as Iran, North
Korea and Russia — and the setbacks to the Chinese growth model
also bring international risks (Bremmer and Kupchan, 2024).

Lastly, researchers' assessment of global risks indicates a high
probability of sub-par global GDP growth due to tighter monetary
policies (Bremmer and Kupchan, 2024). More generally, the
probability of a deeper economic contraction, resulting from
monetary overtightening, financial shocks and higher energy prices
due to heightened geopolitical risks has slightly increased with the
escalation of conflicts in the last quarter of 2023.

How might elections and political risks affect the

economy?

Over half of the world's population will vote in general or local
elections worldwide this year. Unsurprisingly, therefore, elections
willbe akey political theme in 2024.

Some elections, such as those in Indonesia, Mexico and Tiirkiye, may
have limited local or regional effects. Others, such as those in India
and Russia, will not produce surprising outcomes.

Others still could have significant foreign policy implications. For
example, the result of the recent elections in Taiwan could affect
relations between China and the United States, while those in Iran
could affect the trajectory of the Israel-Hamas conflict and lead to
commodity price spillovers.
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The upcoming European elections are also crucial as they will
determine the composition of the EU parliament at a time when far
right parties are on the rise and the bloc is becoming increasingly
polarised.

The US elections are likely to have the greatest impact on the world's
political and economic outlook. The return of former president Donald
Trump could affect the global economy in three main ways.

The first is through increased pressure on the Federal Reserve - the
US central bank - and unconventional fiscal policies (tax and public
spending). Although Trump pushing for interest rate cuts could harm
the disinflationary process, his unconventional tax cuts could put even
more pressure on fiscal balances through higher deficits.

In addition, his proposed policy of imposing 10% tariffs on all
imported goods could further disrupt supply chains and have a
significant impact on US GDP and household wellbeing, particularly if
trade partners retaliate (Lee, 2023).

Finally, Trump's position on foreign policy and security issues,
particularly regarding NATO, could alter global power dynamics. And
regardless of the election outcome, the US political system is
becoming increasingly dysfunctional, and citizens' trust in political
and socialinstitutions has reached historically low levels.

Do we need a new macroeconomic framework?
Although the threats posed by geopolitical events are very real, there
are also some positive outcomes to consider:

First, major economies have shown resilience despite experiencing
one of the most aggressive monetary policy tightening episodes in
decades.

Second, the Chinese economy may recover more quickly than
previously anticipated.

Third, despite the risks posed by belated government regulation,
developments in Al have the potential to unlock new innovations and
bring significant productivity gains.

Fourth, developments in the Middle East have not yet led to a surge in
oil prices.

All in all, the impact of geopolitical risks may not be as severe as
anticipated.

Nevertheless, given the potential risks, is there a need for reform of
the established macroeconomic framework to address global
challenges more effectively?

The existing consensus on the macroeconomic framework includes
free movement of goods and capital, rule-based fiscal policies,
independent central banks with a focus on inflation targeting, public
institutions that prioritise maintaining financial stability, and
international institutions for financial supervision and increased
cooperation between countries.

Abandoning this framework may not be desirable, as the global
economy has greatly benefited from a private sector-based model,
and the evolution of these institutions is based on internationally
agreed laws and agreements.

But incremental reforms that could strengthen the international
consensus are necessary due to the increased likelihood of
geopolitical risks, the fragmentation of global markets and the
climate-related risks that the global economy faces. These include
designing central bank mandates and fiscal rules to respond to
shocks more flexibly, revamping international institutions such as the
World Trade Organization's dispute settlement mechanism, and
improving the process of consensus-building.

«The Impact of the Crisis in the Red Sea, International

# Trade and the Supply Chain»

GOLDAIR CARGO participated in the event organized by SEV at its offices on 26/2/2024 on the subject of the growing impact of the crisis in the
Red Sea, International Trade and the Supply Chain. The event was organized with the support of the SBCEA and the Regional Industrial
Associations SBA, SBAI, SBAE, SBAPE&DE and SBAE. The event was attended by more than 100 enterprises and institutions.

Mr. Kallinikos Kallinikos, Chairman of the Supply Chain Committee of SEV and Executive Vice President of the Goldair Group, in his speech
stressed the importance of the crisis in our country's efforts to become a transit hub.

Ms. Nancy Kalaitzi, Director of Maritime Transport of Goldair Cargo, in her presentation, referred to the main effects of the Red Sea crisis
mainly onimports from Asia and exports to Asia and the Gulf countries. The main impacts of the crisis relate to the duration of the voyage and,
consequently, import and export freight rates. The duration of the import voyage increased up to 2.8 times, while the import voyage increased
up to 2 times. The consequence of the increase in travel time is an increase in freight rates. Import tariffs increased by 200%-300% while
export tariffs increased by 300%-1400% (on some routes). Compared to the COVID period, the rapid increase infares in the first 50 days (218%
comparedto 156%) s typical. The consequences for the supply chain were a reduction and/or cessation of imports and exports and the search
for other suppliers by importers (from Europe, Turkey, etc.). The alternatives are mainly air transport, intermodal transport and rail transport
from China. According to Ms. Kalitzi, today the situation has stabilized in the new situations, shipping companies have organized alternative
routes and added new ships, the - expected - problem of lack of available containers is gradually appearing.

The logistics industry has been undergoing a profound transformation
these past few years, driven by industry disruptions and the rise of
cutting-edge technologies. Among these, artificial intelligence (Al) has
emerged as a game-changing force, revolutionizing the way companies
manage and optimize their supply chains.

The automation of warehouses is especially important at a time when
there is a shortage of warehouse workers, the threat of union strikes as
well as an ever-increasing cost of human labor.

The human remains at the
center of the transportation process. Many folks though are wondering
if Al and specifically ChatGPT will take over their jobs. When asking
ChatGPT about the role of Al and ChatGPT in Transportation, it replied: "It
is important to note that while ChatGPT can provide valuable assistance
and support in the freight industry, human expertise and oversight
remain crucial.”

By
implementing real-time visibility, companies can share information,
updates and forecasts with suppliers, customers and partners.
Transparent communication helps build trust, enhances collaboration,
and enables timely decision-making. Such collaborative efforts
enhance the resilience and agility of the supply chain.

Enhance Logistics Efficiency Through Predictive
Analytics

One of the most significant contributions of Al in logistics is its powerful
application in predictive analytics fueled by explosive growth in data. By
2025, 181 zetabytes of data will be created which is the equivalent of
200 billion iPhone 14s. Combined with an exponentially increasing
computing power, larger models capable of doing more complex tasks
can be created.

By analyzing historical data and real-time information, Al-powered
systems can anticipate demand patterns, inventory fluctuations and
potential disruptions which enables optimization of inventory levels,
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minimize stockouts and streamline supply chain operations. By
accurately forecasting demand, businesses can ensure that the right
products are at the right place and time, leading to improved efficiency and
customer satisfaction. This predictive analytics will continue to evolve into
prescriptive analytics and will ultimately lead to the automation of larger
parts of workflows.

But Are Companies Ready To Fully Utilize Al?
Although technology has made huge leaps in recent years, technology
alone cannot fix the supply chain problems. Digital transformation
requires three critical ingredients: the right digital talent, adjusted
business models and processes, and the right mix of technology. Most
companies currently do not have the level of digital maturity, the right
talent or the mindset to take full advantage of what Al has to offer.
Companies need to change their behaviors from looking in the rear-view
mirror to what has happened and start looking forward to using real-time
and predictive insights. They need to trust the data that allows them these
insights on which they can make instantaneous decisions and then
execute them. Only then will real change happen and can digital
transformation be achieved.

Why is diversity and inclusion important?

How large companies are addressing these important issues

In the wake of the social and political events of 2020, many companies are reiterating
their commitment to diversity and inclusion (D&I) in the workplace.

Sowhat s the difference between diversity and inclusion?

Diversity is the recognition of differences between employees, their identities and
backgrounds. Inclusion is wholeheartedly valuing and embracing these differences and
believing they are a benefit to the business.

Inclusion is appreciating and embracing these differences and believing they are a
benefit to the business.

Why is diversity and inclusion important?

Clearly there is a social and ethical argument for diversity and inclusion, as well as a
business argument. In a truly inclusive organisation, people can work together
effectively without fear or discomfort. And when organizations proactively adapt to
diverse needs, everyone can thrive professionally.

The most progressive companies tend to find that they attract and hire the best talent.
47% of the so-called "woke" generation say they actively seek out inclusive employers.1
A similar story seems to emerge for Generation Z, which tends to ask about a
company's D&l commitmentsininterviews.

To retain diverse employees in the long term, companies need to foster a true sense of
belonging and focus onimproving the employee experience.

Enhancing the company's reputation

With D&l as part of a business strategy, companies can improve their reputation with
customers, clients, suppliers and prospective employees alike.

More diverse teams can help your business produce more creative results - this is
provided that employees feel comfortable sharing their ideas without being debated or
shotdown.

When we don't feel like we belong, it can affect our sense of wellbeing and make us
more likely to consider changing jobs.

Diverse organisations benefit from a wealth of ideas, experiences and ways of working.
Company culture is enhanced when all backgrounds are welcome

The ethical case for D&D speaks for itself when we recognise that all employees deserve
a safe, supportive environment to work in. A place where they can grow professionally,
have a voice and have a forum to share that voice.

Verbal buy-in from senior stakeholders is important, but formal policies and
procedures are essential to ensure strong diversity and inclusion strategies.
Organisations should review them regularly and find ways to enforce them. Only when
underrepresented employees feel a sense of security and belonging will they be able to
fully contribute theirideas and creativity to the business.

Organisations need to find ways to listen to the experiences of their employees.
Employees need to know that their voice matters. If daily and two-way business
communicationis challenging, it can give people alternative ways to raise issues.
Business leaders have moved away from the idea that we can just treat everyone the
same. Instead of expecting employees to fit into the organization, our challenge is to
make the organization fit them.

The organisational context - plays a huge role in the success and sustainability of D&l
initiatives.

The key is to view diversity and inclusion as a complete overhaul of the way the company
thinks and operates, not just atask for the HR department .

We need to be authentic, transparent and accountable. Think like a Millennial or
Generation Z-er and focus on maximizing connection at work.

The culture of the workplace - the atmosphere of the work environment - is shaped by
its people. Acompany in which everyone feels valued and included will create a stronger
culture that will have a positive impact on everything from recruitment to engagement
and productivity.
