Privatizations and concession agreements in Greece have had a significant impact on the logistics sector, affecting infrastructure,
competitiveness and supply chain development. The main areas of influence are listed below.

The privatization of the port of Piraeus and the planned privatization of the port of Thessaloniki are expected to enhance the international
competitiveness of Greek ports. These processes will allow the attraction of private investments that will improve the infrastructure and
logistics services provided.

The development of the Freight Centre at Thriasio Field is a strategic move to improve the hinterland of the port of Piraeus, facilitating the
movement of goods and the development of new logistics operations.

Similarly, the creation of the Logistics Centre in the Gonou area near Thessaloniki will strengthen the connection with the Balkan
countries and support trade flows.

Greece's strategic geographical position makes it an important transit hub for maritime trade between Europe and Asia. Privatization is
contributing to the upgrading of port infrastructure, which enhances the country's capacity to serve international trade.

The privatization of ports and rail services has accelerated
the exploitation of the sector's comparative advantages.
This has led to an improvement in the quality of logistics
services provided, with the aim of increasing the
industry's share of GDP.

Despite these positive developments, licensing
procedures for the creation of new logistics infrastructure
remain slow. These delays may limit Greece's ability to
compete with other countries in the region.

The public administration needs to facilitate private
investors through faster procedures and alignment with
European standards in order to achieve the goal of
creating astrong transit hub in Greece.

Overall, privatizations and concession agreements are
expected to create a more competitive environment for
logistics in Greece, enhancing the infrastructure and
services offeredin the sector.

Major investments in the logistics sector are progressing slowly in Greece, mainly due to delays in major projects
such as Thriasio | and Thriasio II. This situation is having an impact on the development of the sector as the
country tries to improve its infrastructure and attractiveness for foreign investment.

Thriasio I: Construction work is expected this year, but progress is limited. Construction costs have been revised
to €200 million, with the concessionaire completing the necessary procedures.

Thriasio ll: Its development is also progressing slowly, with investments not accelerated. Despite extensions
granted for the completion of contractual documents, the construction of buildings and the supply of specific
equipment are still pending.

The overall picture of investment in logistics shows that the country faces challenges in attracting foreign capital,
with investment remaining low. Delays in the Thriasio | and Il projects underline the need for infrastructure
improvements.

Despite the difficulties, there is potential for growth as Thessaloniki seeks to establish itself as an international
freight hub. Greece's strategic location can offer opportunities for growth in the logistics sector, provided that
infrastructure-related problems are resolved.

This situation underlines the need to improve infrastructure and financing in order to speed up procedures and
enhance the country's attractiveness for logistics investment.

What are the main obstacles to investment in the logistics sector?

The main barriers to investment in the logistics sectorin Greece include:

difficulty in securing financing is one of the main problems faced by investors, as high interest rates and restrictive
financial conditions negatively affect the country's attractiveness for new investments. Companies report that
the lack of appropriate financial instruments is amajor obstacle to the development of the sector.

infrastructure in the logistics sector, such as road and rail links, remains inadequate. The upgrading of the ports
of Patras and Igoumenitsa requires significant investment, but delays in the completion of projects such as the
western railway Egnatia make development difficult.

The slow pace of justice and complex administrative procedures are also major obstacles, delaying project
approvals and implementation. These procedures often discourage investors from proceeding with new
projects.

Frequent disagreements between local authorities and project planners create further challenges. For example,
inthe port of Patras, proposals to underground railway lines are met with opposition from local authorities

High inflation and public debt affect taxation and the country's overall economic stability, which discourages
investors from entering the market. These economic conditions create an uncertain environment for businesses
These obstacles combine to create a challenging environment for investment in the logistics sector, requiring
strategicinterventions and improvements in infrastructure and processes.

How does insufficient port connectivity affect logistics investment?

The insufficient connection between ports and land infrastructure has a significant impact on logistics
investment. The main factors affecting this relationship include:

Carrier preferences

Carriers and shippers prefer ports that offer easy and fast access to industrial areas and consumers. When port
infrastructure is not effectively linked to land transport, carriers are likely to choose alternative ports, thus
limiting investment opportunities.

Increased Costs and Delays

Lack of adequate connections leads to delays in unloading and distribution of cargo, increasing operating costs
for businesses. This can discourage investment as companies seek lower cost and higher efficiency
environments.

Need for infrastructure

Ports that lack sufficient infrastructure to connect to rail or road networks are missing the opportunity to develop
into transshipment centers, which is critical to the growth of logistics. COSCO, for example, has invested heavily
in Piraeus to strengthen its infrastructure.

Structural changes

The logistics market is constantly evolving, with businesses demanding more flexibility and speed. Ports that do
not adapt to market needs risk losing customers and investment.

Strategic planning

Companies are looking for strategic partnerships and outsourcing to manage their logistics in order to reduce
costs and improve service quality. A good connection between ports and land-based infrastructure is critical to
the success of these strategies.

Investment in infrastructure

Funding from European funds and private operators is vital for the upgrading of Greek ports. Investments such as
these help improve connectivity and enhance the attractiveness of ports as logistics hubs.Overall, poor port
connectivity has a negative impact on investment in the logistics sector, as it reduces competitiveness, increases
costs and discourages strategic partnerships.

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IOBE | The manufacturing sector in
Greece: New challenges and prospects

The study by the Foundation for Economic and Industrial Research
(IOBE), published on 14 December 2023, offers a detailed picture of
the situation and prospects of the manufacturing sector in Greece,
focusing on new challenges and opportunities for sustainable
growth.

The contribution of manufacturing to the Gross Domestic Product
(GDP) of the Greek economy increased to 9.1% in 2022, from
7.8%in 2019.

This increase suggests a positive trend despite the challenges
caused by the pandemic and the energy crisis

The contribution of the manufacturing sector to employment
reached 10.0% in 2022, increasing from 9.6% in 2019

This trend shows the importance of the sector for the Greek labour
market.

Despite the positive developments, Greece remains behind the EU
average in terms of the contribution of manufacturing to the
economy. This underlines the need for strategic interventions and
investments that will enhance international competitiveness.

The study highlights the need for targeted policies to boost
productivity and the sector's outward-looking nature. Proposals
include institutionalinterventions and strategicinvestments

The sector has shown resilience, with increased exports and
improved investment in manufacturing. However, this progress is
vulnerable to external factors such as energy cost increases.

The IOBE study suggests that the manufacturing sector in Greece
has the potential to contribute significantly to economic growth.
However, it requires strategic support and policies to enhance its
sustainability and competitiveness. Maintaining the positive trend
requires continuous monitoring and adaptation to international
conditions.

What are the main products affected by manufacturing in
Greece?

Manufacturing in Greece plays a critical role in the economy,
affecting avariety of products. The main categories include:

The food and beverage industry is the most important in the
manufacturing sector, accounting for 24.4% of total output value.
It employs 40% of the manufacturing workforce, with around
163,000direct jobs

The value of food and drink exports increased by 12.6% in 2023,
reaching €6.8 billion.

Aluminium and other metals have a significant export
performance, with a 28% increase over the three-year period
2015-2017.

Fruits and vegetables are recognised as leading products with a
significant share of exports.

These products also rank high in the export performance of Greek
manufacturing.

Manufacturing in Greece contributes significantly to the economy
through the production of internationally tradable goods, boosting
exports and substituting imports. The food and beverage industry
is the most important sector, while metals, fruits, vegetables,
cement and marble also play a critical role in the Greek
economy.By strengthening manufacturing, Greece can achieve
sustainable growth and improve its position in the global market.

The contribution of logistics to manufacturing is crucial for the
economic development of Greece. The supply chain and logistics
processes enhance the efficiency and competitiveness of industrial
enterprises, offering significant advantages in the production and
distribution of products.

The Greek government has made significant investments in the
manufacturing and logistics sector to upgrade industrial
production. The programme of the Development Law 4887/2022
includes subsidies of up to 75% for investment projects in this
sector, with total funds recently doubled to €300 million.

These investments are aimed at creating new jobs and boosting
production capacity.

The development of logistics helps to create well-paid jobs, as
companies investing in modern infrastructure and technologies
require skilled staff

Supporting manufacturing through logistics leads to increased
employment and improved living standards.

The improvement of logistics processes enhances the export
orientation of Greek enterprises. Effective management of the
supply chain reduces transport costs and speeds up product
delivery, which makes Greek businesses more competitive in
international markets.

The re-industrialisation strategy promoted by the Greek

Particularly high interest for the
lease of its warehouses»

Commercial discussions for the lease of the warehouses of the THEK are in full swing, with interest being particularly high, according to
the company's ceo Vassilis Maglaras.

According to Maglaras, Thriasio will help the development of the wider region and other productive sectors, as large investments create
their own autonomous ecosystem, while it will also open up new trade routes and partnerships.

As he said: "It gives us great pleasure that a major financial institution from the US wants to actively participate in this project,
recognising us as a strategicinfrastructure for the region."

Finally, he commented that through the geopolitical crisis, Greece has emerged as a pillar of peace, stability and economic prosperity.
Regarding the broader strategy of the Goldair Group, Mr. Maglaras commented that: "The Group is firmly oriented towards the triple
bottom line: Investment, Extroversion, Good Governance, as a crisis can always be an opportunity. The Group is steadily investing in
new warehouses and with the completion of the THEK project, Goldair will enter a more dynamic phase of growth and will become the
dominant player in the Greek logistics market", said Mr. Maglaras.

The importance that the creation of the Thriasio Freight Centre (THEK) will have for the combined transport of Greece, strengthening the
geopolitical power of the country in the global supply chain, was mentioned by the CEO of the company, Vassilis Maglaras.

The presence of the park will attract new businesses and investment, strengthening the local economy and entrepreneurship. The
increase in business activity will create a more dynamic economic environment.

The influx of workers from other areas may lead to changes in the demographic composition of the area. This may bring new social
groups that will contribute to cultural development.

The need to upgrade infrastructure (such as roads and transport) will have a positive impact on the living conditions of residents,
improving accessibility and quality of life.

Sustainable development should be a priority during the construction and operation of the park.

Furthermore, the situation is complicated by the intervention of the Council of State (CoE), which may have arole in the development of the
portsale.

These legal proceedings have caused uncertainty and delays in the bidding process, resulting in stagnation.

The recent situation surrounding the tender involving the Goldair consortium has caused significant legal entanglements and delays.
Goldair's appeal against the tender process has led the Council of State (CoE) to refer the case to the Pre-Trial Appeals Authority (PTAA).
This development creates uncertainty about the final outcome of the tender, as procedures may be affected by the court decisions.

In this context, there is an intense "Russian-American conflict" between lvan Savvidis and a consortium of American interests. The latter
challenges the tender procedure and identifies procedural problems related to its registration.

This dispute adds further complexity to an already tense situation. In addition, environmental issues have arisen, as the need for an
environmental study before the tender is launched has caused further delays.

There are concerns about the management of the debris resulting from the cleaning of the port, which requires careful assessment and
planning.

Finally, the damage caused by the storms "Daniel" and "Elias" have further aggravated the situation.

The rehabilitation of the infrastructure is essential before any progress can be made in the tender, adding another level of difficulty to the
completion of the procedures.

This situation highlights the numerous challenges facing the sector and the importance of resolving these issues quickly and efficiently to
progress the projects.

How the CoE decision will affect the sale of the port of Volos
The decision of the Council of State (CoE) regarding the sale of the port of Volos has caused significant turbulence and implications for the
port policy sectorin Greece. Here are the main points arising from the decision:

Temporary Suspension of Proceedings:

The CoE's decision refers Goldair's appeal to the Pre-Trial Appeals Authority (EADESY), which "freezes" the process of selling 67% of the
port. This suspension may delay the privatisation for two to three years as further court proceedings and decisions are expected.

The CoE is not examining the merits of the appeal, but is sending the case back to the NADESY for review. This procedure may lead to

The decision is of geopolitical interest, as the sale of the port to Russian interests is not favourable to Europe. This dimension may affect
the politicaland economic relations related to the privatisation of ports in Greece.

Investment uncertainty
The postponement of the sale and the legal procedures create uncertainty for investors, such as Goldair and the Thessaloniki Port
Authority (OLTH), who have expressed interest in the port. This situation may discourage future investments and affect the ports'
development strategy.

The damage to the port due to bad weather requiresimmediate remedial action, which should be completed before any tender is launched
The Government has already signed a contract worth €10 million for rehabilitation works.

Influences on Port Policy
The delay in the tender for the Port of Volos has significant implications for the Government's port policy, mainly due to the legal and
proceduralissues that have arisen:

Goldair's appeal has caused delays, creating uncertainty about the outcome of the tender and highlighting issues of the credibility of the
process. <
The tender has been frozen, delaying the necessary rehabilitation of the port.

Delays in Volos may affect other port privatisations, such as those of Agios Konstantinos and Alexandroupolis.

Legaldisputes have damaged investor confidence in the Greek port system, creating a sense of insecurity about the privatisation process
Overall, the CoE's decision creates a complex legal and business landscape around the sale of the port of Volos, with potential long-term
implications for the parties involved.
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Goldair's main business interests in the port of Volos include:

Goldair Cargo S.A. and Goldair Handling S.A. participated in the tender for the acquisition of 67% of Volos Port Authority, offering €25
million. The joint venture had secured financing from the US development bank DFS, which indicates Goldair's intention to invest in the
upgrading and development of the port's infrastructure. This move is part of a broader strategy of the company to strengthen its positionin
Greek shipping and transport, with the aim of improving services and increasing the port's competitiveness.

However, Goldair has questioned the sale process, raising questions about the credibility and validity of the tender. Important issues have
arisen regarding the participation of an executive member of the Board of Directors of the Hellenic Property Fund in the Board of Directors
of the Thessaloniki Port Authority (PPA), which was declared a preferred investor. This demonstrates Goldair's strategy to ensure that the
privatisation processes are fair and transparent.

Goldair has taken legal action to challenge the decision of the Hellenic Investment Fund, filing appeals with the Pre-Trial Appeals Authority
(EADESY) and the Council of State. These actions demonstrate the company's commitment to assert its interests and influence the
developments in the tender. The Council of State's decision re-refers Goldair's appeal to the EADESY for further consideration.

These developments demonstrate the strategic importance of the port of Volos for Goldair, as well as its commitment to actively
participate in the process of privatisation and development of the port infrastructure.

With the €10 million restoration of operational depths at the port, Goldair aims to improve the infrastructure and restore the port's activity
inthe wider region.

The decision of the Council of State (CoE) affects Goldair in several areas regarding the tender for
the port of Volos:

Goldair, one of the most important companies in the port services sector in Greece, has won a crucial legal battle that may affect its market
strategy. The Council of State (CoE) has referred its appeal to the Pre-Trial Appeals Authority (EADESY) for review, giving Goldair an

The CoE's decision was recognised as a legal landmark as it allows Goldair to challenge the process of selling 67% of the Volos Port
Authority to the Thessaloniki Port Authority (OLTH), This development strengthens Goldair's position and may affect other port
privatisations in Greece.

However, this success is accompanied by uncertainty. The tender for the port of Volos has been "frozen" due to legal proceedings and the
damage suffered by the port from bad weather, which delays Goldair's planned investments23. The appeals filed by Goldair have created
delays, with the result that stakeholders are on hold for an unknown period of time.

Goldair is challenging the sale process, raising questions about the credibility and validity of the tender. The participation of an executive
member of the Board of Directors of the Hellenic Property Fund in the Board of Directors of PPA may affect Goldair's reputation and
relations with otherinvestors and entities.

This challenge underlines the challenges facing the company in an environment fraught with legal and administrative complexities.

The CoE's decision is not only important for Goldair but may also have wider implications for the ports sector in Greece. Goldair appears to
play akeyrole in future developments, as the resulting case law may affect other privatisations in this sector.

Overall, while the CoE decision provides Goldair with an opportunity to assert its interests, the challenges arising from the delays and
uncertainty surrounding the tender remain significant.

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«CoE intervention in the sale

of the port of Volos, what the

State Development Fund
and Goldair say»

The intervention of the Council of State (CoE) in the sale of the port
of Volos has caused significant developments in the case. The
Council of State upheld Goldair's appeal against the decisions of the
Hellenic State Property Fund, referring the case to the Pre-Trial
Appeals Authority (AEPP) of the Unified Authority for Public
Procurement (EADESY) for further consideration.

Goldair is pleased with the CoE's decision, considering it a
"jurisprudential landmark” that may influence other port
privatisation cases in Greece. The company had appealed against
the sale process, arguing that there was a conflict of interest due to
the participation of a member of the board of directors of the
Hellenic Property Fund in the board of the preferred investor, PPA.
With this decision, Goldair gains two "rounds" of legal claims and it
is expected that the case will return to the CoE for final judgment,
regardless of the AEPP's decision.

For its part, the Hellenic Property Fund is unhappy about this
development, as the CoE's decision restarts the procedure from
scratch. The Hellenic Property Fund notes that the decision does
not directly affect the tender, but acknowledges that the sale has
been "frozen" due to the damage suffered by the port from the
Daniel and Elias storms. The Shipping Minister and the relevant
bodies have already planned restoration works at the port, with a
budget of around €10 million, to make it operational again.The
situation remains fluid and further developments are expected as
the partiesinvolved prepare for the next legal proceedings.

What are Goldair's main arguments for the

conflict of interest?

Goldair argues that there is a conflict of interest in the sale of the
port of Volos, citing specific arguments relating to the participation
of members of the Board of Directors of the Hellenic Property Fund
in another Board of Directors, that of the preferred investor, PPA.
This situation raises concerns about the impartiality and
independence of the privatisation process.

Goldair argues that the participation of a member of the Board of
Directors of the Hellenic Property Fund in the Board of Directors of
PPAs creates a conflict of interest, as this member may have
financial or personalinterests that influence decisions on the sale.
GOLDAIR considers that the sale process was not transparent and
that the decisions were taken without the necessary impartiality,
jeopardising the credibility of the process.

The CoE's decision gives Goldair the possibility to claim legal rights
and to request further examination of the procedure by the AEPC,
which reinforces its position that the procedures must be clear and
free of conflicts of interest.

These arguments highlight Goldair's concerns about privatisation
processes and emphasise the importance of transparency and
fairnessin public procurement.

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«The cake of the economy
Simple lessons in economic

a transformation»

Socialand cultural changes, consumer society and crisis, social media, all fitinto the recipe. Apparently we are the cake we are eating.

A very interesting article, published in July 1998 in the specialist
journal Harvard Business Review, used the birthday cake as an
example to describe the transition to the so-called "experience
economy", aconcept firstintroduced by its authors, Pine & Gilmore.
When the agricultural economy was still dominant, mothers made
cakes with flour, sugar, butter and eggs from their own produce or
bought for pennies from their neighbors. With the rapid growth of the
consumer goods industry, American women turned to ready-made
cake mixes, which cost acouple of dollars abox. These first appeared in
the 1920s, but became a big hit after November 1947, when General
Mills invented a non-tampering mix that required only water, launching
it first with the ginger cake in its most famous product line called "Betty
Crocker." A few decades later, with the shift to the "service economy,"
busy parents were paying $10-$15 to buy their birthday cake from a
bakery, an amount that was almost ten times the cost of the individual
ingredients.

By the time the HBR article was published, Americans were now
spending hundreds - in some cases thousands - of dollars to organize
original or themed children's parties that offered a unique experience
for children. Often the companies organising the parties were giving
away the cake itself, which they had of course already charged for
indirectly many times over. That's itin America.

In our country, ready-made mixes never reached the levels of
consumption enjoyed on the other side of the Atlantic. In many homes,
housewives (or landlords) made and still make traditional cakes by
buying the individual ingredients or resorting to the neighborhood
bakery, where one can often find very good ready-made ones. With the
exception of the period of the debt crisis, integrated children's party
planning services are booming.

Following, for example, the "Dinosaurs" concept, they decorate the
house with plastic dinosaurs and serve huge green cakes in a similar
shape, tasting from bad to awful. The sight of the cake may delight the
little guests, but the quality of the ingredients from which it is made is
often sometimes questionable. Especially in the case of the incredible
colours, these are achieved with additives that are not always innocent
and healthy, especially for children. Nowadays, the situation has
generally gotten out of hand, since spa parties for girls and master chef
parties for everyone are offered, for example, but these options are
rather unfortunate if the parents want to reoccupy their home after the
party.

In Greece, the deep recession that followed the bankruptcy (the drop in
GDP was similar to that of the crash of '29) caused, mainly for
economic reasons, the growing interest of Greeks in pastry making,
both on a professional and amateur level. More and more people were
turning to home confectionery which, apart from the significant
economic and culinary benefits, often has a psychotherapeutic effect.
Many years later the Covid pandemic trapped people in their homes and
resulted in an explosive growth in home cooking, baking and pastry
making. At that time, due to the high demand, yeast and baking powder
were often in short supply and many who had not dabbled in making any food or pastry in the past were forced to do so. This experience is
very important because it sharpens the culinary sense, the perception of food and the understanding of the importance of the raw
material.

Today, almost three decades after Pine & Gilmore's pioneering work, many younger researchers believe that the experience economy has
come to an end and that we are now in the transformation economy, where consumers are looking for ways to make themselves and
society better. The goals are sustainability, reducing inequalities and social justice. However, because e.g. a cake must be tasty in addition
to the above, while a child who wants a superhero for his birthday is not affected by whether he is fair or sustainable, at present this trend
is rather limited.

At the same time, the concept of experience has been joined by the ability to share it with thousands of friends and complete strangers
through social media. In many cases, posting it is even more important than the experience itself. It doesn't matter, in other words,
whether the cake is eaten or not as long as it "writes" wellin the photo.

What tourism model do we want?
Investments and challenges»

Record arrivals and receipts, investments, short-term rentals, infrastructure deficiencies - everything around tourism was put on the
table.

In view of the passage of the new zoning bill for the industry, tourism businesses are investing vigorously, taking advantage of the
positive influx of tourists from abroad and the sustained record-breaking receipts. But it's not just about quantitative records. Quality
is also needed.

This was the message that came out of the panel at the 3rd Nauteboriki Economic Conference, entitled: "Greek Tourism, the Engine of
the Greek Economy".

The panelincluded the Minister of Tourism, Olga Kefalogianni, the Vice President of SETE, Kallinikos Kallinikos, Alexandros Vassilikos,
President of the Hellenic Chamber of Hotels & President of HOTREC and Thanos Michaelides, Managing Director of Thanos Hotels and
Resorts & President of the Pancyprian Hoteliers Association. The discussion was moderated by Thanasis Adamopoulos, Editorial
Director of Naftemporiki.

Kefalogianni stressed the need to move towards a model of sustainable, quality tourism. She also stressed the need to address the
challenges stemming from the rise of cruise tourism, She also revealed that a bill is coming which for the first time will set minimum
operational and safety standards for all short term rental properties.

"We see the qualitative growth of Greek tourism. One and two record years are not enough for us. We are working on a plan that says
Greece needs sustainable tourism development and quality tourism," he said at a panel on Greek tourism, moderated by Naftemporiki
editorial director Thanasis Adamopoulos.

As for tourism revenues, these are projected to reach 22 billion euros in 2024. Particularly important, he said, is the fact that in the first
five months of the year - which is not a peak period - we had a double-digit increase in both arrivals and receipts. "And this is very
important because we want to boost tourism all year round, not just during peak periods. We are also interested in all regions of the
country being able to offer an alternative tourism product,” he explained.

He said there will be a very strong emphasis on cultural capital, mountainous areas of the country, shelters, the sea, tourist ports, and
diving tourism. The aim s to offer tourists alternatives beyond the traditional model of Greece in all regions of the country..

6.6 billion euros invested over 3 years

Mr. Kallinikos noted that Greece is an attractive destination for investment in tourist accommodation and the tourism industry in
general.

In 2019, the number of new rooms was 4,338.1n 2021 it was 11,268.1n 2022 13,000. In 2023 over 14,600. In total all new rooms were
39,656. The investments made were 4.6 billion euros. At the same time in the same period renovations of more than 1 billion euros
have been made.

"If we put it all together, in a 3-year period, we are talking about 6.6 billion euros in investments. At the same time, there are
investments in Greek airports, the resources of the Recovery Fund related to digital transformation and infrastructure such as ports
(€400 million) and there are investments in other sectors, such as catering, €4.5 billion to €5 billion per year," he noted.

Where are the investments being made? In the 5 tourist regions of the country. Aegean, Crete, lonian, Attica, Macedonia at 90%.
Kallinikos also commented that the pandemic period was a crisis for the benefit of the economy. "We created the security framework
and we were the first country to open. We formed such a different quality of service with afocus on 4-star and 5-star hotels, whichis to
the benefit of all," he explained, adding that we want visitors who can leave a profit.

Necessary balance of local community - tourism

Vassilikos referred to short-term rentals and the challenges they present. "We did not come out aggressively as other industries came
out for similar developments. But we said it is a new activity that has to work within a framework, especially for the consumer. The
consumer needs to know that he has rights," he said, adding that there is also the social impact.

"We are one of the few countries now in the western world that have no restrictions whatsoever, neither in terms of time nor space.
What we see in the local community is that we have a flight of properties to short-term rentals and they can no longer find properties to
rent. There the problem is not a matter of competition with hotels, but a social one," he explained. He stressed that a balance between
local community and tourism is necessary.

"The time when we measured the success of tourism with quantitative data (how many people came) has passed," he clarified, noting
that we should not dwell on arrivals. He stressed that the leaps that have been made by the private sector, in many destinations, have
not been followed by infrastructure.

The biggest challenge is infrastructure

Michaelides commented that we are seeing more and more foreign funs and multinationals investing in Greece. "If Greece stays on this
track, it will be able to attract more investments. It can become the most interesting destination for tourism investment in the
Mediterranean. More and more 5-star hotels are being developed. This brings higher quality tourism and higher revenues," he said.
Referring to Mykonos in particular, he commented that the biggest challenges are in infrastructure (e.g. sewerage) and some
challenges from cruise tourism. "If this is addressed, Mykonos has a future," he said.

“Taxation alone is not a solution. We need better management of tourist flows so that there is no image of over-tourism," he concluded.

Donation of medical equipment
for the reopening of the Emergency Department
of the Palamas Health Centre

Together for Children delivered the necessary medical equipment for the reopening of the Emergency Department at the Palamas
Health Centre in Thessaly, which was completely destroyed by the floods that hit the region in September 2023.

The inauguration ceremony of the Health Centre was held on Monday 2 September in the presence of Prime Minister Kyriakos
Mitsotakis, Health Minister Adonis Georgiades, Deputy Health Minister Irini Agapidakis and Deputy Health Minister Marios
Themistokleous, the Governor of the 5th Health Region of Thessaly & Central Greece, Fotis Sereti, the Mayor of Palamas, Socrates
Daskalopoulos, the President of Together for Children, Alexandra Martinou, the pediatrician and Vice President of Together for Children,
loannis Papadatos and representatives of the sponsors.

Thanks to the donation of Together for Children, the unit is now able to support the urgent needs of the 17,000 residents of the region. It
is noted that the Emergency Department serves more than 4,000 cases annually on average.

Provision of medical equipment

The donation of medical equipment covers all the recorded needs for the efficient operation of the unit and includes medical equipment
such as a two-phase defibrillator, 12-channel electrocardiograph (ECG), suction device, blood pressure and oximetry monitor for adults
and children (with paediatric cuffs) and general medical equipment such as surgical table & surgical light, liquid sterilization furnace
(autoclave), four patient transport trolleys and one patient transport stretcher.

The reopening of the medical structure was carried out with equipment donated by Together for Children with the kind support of the
companies: Heracles Group, Cepal Hellas, Goldair, PwC Greece.

Prime Minister Kyriakos Mitsotakis said, "One year after the devastating "Daniel" flood, the Palamas Health Centre is better than it was
before. One year after the opening of the hospital, the hospital is better than before, thanks to the coordinated efforts of the state and
the private sector. |, in turn, would like to thank Mrs. Alexandra Martinou, “Together for Children" and all the sponsors who supported
this effort in record time so that we could rebuild the health centre, but more importantly, upgrade it with additional health services so
that the residents of the wider area can enjoy quality primary care."

Together for Children's actions in Thessaly:

Together for Children has been on the side of Thessaly residents from the very first moment, supporting them in practice through the
Emergency Interventions programme, providing basic goods, food and essentials, while contributing to the coverage of health and
mental health needs:

* On the occasion of the start of the school year, Together for Children responded to the call of the Ministry of Education, Religious
Affairs & Sports to collect school supplies for the children of Thessaly. 2,650 boxes full of school supplies were collected in cooperation
with Oloi Together We Can and the Region of Attica.

* The support of the residents of Thessaly on the part of Together for Children continued with the coverage of the needs of large families
in the prefectures of Trikala and Magnesia. In cooperation with the Panhellenic Union of Pharmaceutical Industries (PEF), through the
Food Drive action and with the assistance of the employees of PEF and its member companies, 5.5 tons of food products and cleaning
and personal hygiene items were collected.

* Together for Children delivered to the Local Health Unit of Giannoulis the necessary medical equipment, furniture for the clinics,
landscaped waiting areas for patients (adults and children) and air conditioners for the reopening of the centre. The TOMY of Giannoulis
provides services to a population of more than 8,000 permanent residents, serving an average of 1,800 general medical cases and 640
paediatric cases per year.

* Health material (medical masks, protective overalls, protective masks & protective goggles) was provided for the needs of all health
structures of the 5th Health Region in Thessaly.

* In addition, Together for Children, with the kind donation of the Union of Greek Shipowners, took the initiative to provide monthly
support to 107 families with minor children amounting to a total of 387 beneficiaries to cover basic needs. The beneficiaries, who face
serious difficulties and reside in 29 regions of Thessaly and more specifically in the prefectures of Trikala, Karditsa and Larissa, receive
vouchers for the period June-December 2024. At the same time, the programme offers the beneficiary families the opportunity to use
free psychological support and counselling services from specialised psychologists of Line 115 25 and the Counselling Centre of
Together for Children, while it also provides the possibility of free diagnostic medical examinations for minor children at a cooperating
centre in Attica.
